e Non-Violent: Please, do not donate violence-oriented toys.

e Diversity: Please remember that the majority of children we are serving are minorities. When
buying dolls, please make them culturally appropriate.

e  Wrapping: Do not wrap your gifts. We prefer gifts to be unwrapped.

e Batteries: It is better if gifts do not require batteries because they are difficult to replace once
they run down, but if your gift requires them, please supply the correct size and number.

e Date: As we must distribute the gifts to the children before the last day of school before
winter break, please drop your gift off to the GEARUP oftice (CECH Partners for
Achieving School Success, 5140 Edwards One) by Friday. December 7, 2007.
