What is 1819?
· 1819, which celebrates UC’s founding year, is the university’s initiative to raise the percentage of undergraduate alumni who give to UC each year.

· Alumni who are not currently giving to UC can make a difference by donating at least $18.19.

· Boosting UC’s alumni participation rate (which includes alumni giving) is a priority of President Gregory Williams’ UC2019 strategic plan for the university.

· Alumni participation rates are part of the criteria for U.S. News & World Report’s annual ranking of colleges and universities. The higher the rate, the higher a school’s national ranking.
Why $18.19?

· A gift of $18.19 is an easy way to reconnect with the UC family. Plus, a higher rate of alumni giving increases UC’s national ranking and enhances the value of every UC degree.
· 1819 also celebrates the year of UC’s founding, and paves the way for UC’s bicentennial in 2019.
What is the goal of 1819?
· Last year, UC recorded a 12.5% alumni giving rate, up from 11% the year before. 

· This boost contributed to UC’s jump of 13 spots in the U.S. News & World Report’s 2012 rankings of “Best National Universities.”  
· With the help of UC’s alumni, the university aims to raise its alumni participation rate to 18.19% by June 2015.
