Each year, Americans 
observe National His-
panic Heritage Month 
from September 15 
to October 15, by 
celebrating the histo-
ries, cultures and 
contributions of 
American citizens 
whose ancestors 
came from Spain, 
Mexico, the Carib-
bean and Central and 
South America. 
 
The observation started 
in 1968 as Hispanic Heri-
tage Week under Presi-
dent Lyndon Johnson 
and was expanded by 
President Ronald Reagan 
in 1988 to cover a 30-day 
period starting on Sep-
tember 15 and ending on 
October 15. It was en-
acted into law on August 
17, 1988, on the ap-
proval of Public Law 100-
402.  
 
The day of September 15 
is significant because it is 
the anniversary of inde-
pendence for Latin 
American countries 

Costa Rica, El Salvador, 
Guatemala, Honduras 
and Nicaragua. In addi-
tion, Mexico and Chile 
celebrate their independ-
ence days on September 
16 and September18, 
respectively. Also, Co-
lumbus Day or Día de la 
Raza, which is October 
12, falls within this 30 
day period.

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On September 24, 
2011, the African 
American Cultural & 
Resource in collabo-
ration with the Office 
of Ethnic Programs & 
Services celebrated 
the 20th Anniversary 
of the African American Cul-
tural & Resource Center. 
The history of the AACRC 
began in 1968 when African 
American students at the 
University of Cincinnati, led 
by members of what was 
then the United Black Asso-
ciation (UBA), petitioned the 
University Board of Trustees 
and the president to commit 
to making the University of 
Cincinnati more conducive 
to African American stu-

dents, faculty and staff. 
In 1989, UBA submitted 
a proposal stating that 
African American stu-
dents wanted to create a 
positive environment on 
campus in which their 
presence on campus and 
history would be more 
accurately represented. 
During the spring of 
1990, the University 
Board of Trustees re-
quested that the presi-

dent establish a com-
mittee to study the 
feasibility of imple-
menting a center. As a 
result of this study, 
the university's stu-
dents, staff, the presi-
dent's office, faculty 

senate and Board of Trus-
tees and made the commit-
ment and support necessary 
to open the African Ameri-
can Cultural & Research 
Center (AACRC). AACRC 
opened its doors on Septem-
ber 24, 1991. On July 1, 
2010, the African American 
Cultural and Research Cen-
ter was re-named, the Afri-
can American Cultural and 
Resource Center.
