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	Fun Facts About Proudly Pennies 


	Proudly Pennies is a student-led initiative that seeks to collect 1 billion pennies, the equivalent to $10 million. It will be a significant contribution to the Proudly Cincinnati campaign. 

Proudly Pennies is spearheaded by the University of Cincinnati’s (UC) Student Government and supported by UC students. It is their way of taking ownership of the Proudly Cincinnati campaign.  University of Cincinnati students will partner with the University President, Gregory H. Williams, to determine the best use for the funds generated by Proudly Pennies, including scholarships and enhancements to student life.

Throughout the campaign, all students will be invited to donate pennies online at www.proudlycincinnati.org or via each college’s Web site. Contributors can also physically drop off their pennies in the Dean’s offices of their respective colleges. The Proudly Pennies campaign will also have a presence at various UC events throughout the year.
In addition to mobilizing the student body, the UC Student Government aim to inspire all potential contributors to donate their spare pennies to the Proudly Pennies effort. Alumni, faculty, staff, local businesses and the Greater Cincinnati community are encouraged to donate to the campaign.  
To put this effort into perspective, 1 billion pennies equates to:

· Five yellow school buses lined up side by side;

· 89.7 acres of land – an area approximately the size of four Paul Brown Stadiums;

· 2,755 tons – roughly the same as 212 Savanna elephants (the largest land animal in the world) or 177,774 bearcats;
· 963 miles high – equivalent to stacking the Willis Tower in Chicago on top of itself 3,504 times.
· 11,837 miles long when laid flat – approximately half the length of the Earth’s equator (which is 24,901 miles);
· Nearly enough for one penny per person in China;

· 3.2 pennies for every American.
Other fun penny facts:

· The U.S. Mint produces more than 13 billion pennies annually. 

· Since its beginning, the U.S. Mint has produced more than 288.7 billion pennies. Lined up edge to edge, these pennies would circle the earth 137 times. 

· More than two-thirds of all coins produced by the U.S. mint are pennies.
