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Procedures for Choosing and Telling Legends
The following steps may be useful in identifying legends for your students and developing them into units.
1. ldentify a legend or folktale that you like and believe would pique your students’ interest.

2. List the products and practices that are evident in the story and what they reveal about the
perspectives of the legend's culture of origin.

3. Gather background information and visual support to illustrate the context of the story:
a. Time
b. Location
c. Characters
d. Historical or political context

4. Present key concepts and vocabulary in context.

5. Give students a task as the read or listen (e.g., take note of the characters, the problem, the
resolution).

6. Iftelling the story:

a. Make a storyboard to cue your telling. Each frame should provide simple supporting
information.

b. Practice telling the story, allowing moments for listeners to supply some of the information
or to speculate on what will happen next. Build in redundancy so that listeners will begin to
anticipate and interact.

7. Test comprehension progressing from receptive to productive activities.

8. Go beyond the story with divergent activities: drama, debate, letter writing, poetry, etc.
9. Explore connections with other content areas (geography, arts, mathematics...).

10. Connect the story to present-day realities and ethics.

11. Draw on the community to provide other stories.

12. Have students present other folktales and legends.
