RESOLUTION BILL

Whereas, the University of Cincinnati has indicated in articles published by the University of Cincinnati News Record and the Cincinnati Enquirer that mold and asbestos was found in Morgens Hall and,

Whereas these substances are reportedly harmful to the health of the those persons exposed and,

Whereas graduate students lived and worked in this building among other demographics and, 

Whereas according to the Constitution of the Graduate Student Governance Association, one objective of this body is “to establish effective communication among graduate students, other student groups, and the academic and administrative units of the University” and, 

Whereas the health and safety of graduate students is a relevant issue to this Association and, 

Whereas the University of Cincinnati has not made any public statements regarding results of testing for mold/asbestos found in Morgens Hall, the process (es) by which they are removing these harmful substances from this and other buildings, nor the course of action for attending to related health risks for those persons who formerly lived and/or worked in Morgens Hall, 

Therefore, let it be resolved that this Graduate Student Governance Association is in unanimous agreement in asking that the University of Cincinnati releases a public statement regarding the following  harmful substances found in Morgens Hall:  the results of any and all related testing,  the process(es) by which these harmful substances are to be removed, the course(s) of action for attending to the related health risks for those exposed, and all other measures being put into effect to safeguard the health and welfare of graduate students and their dependents at the University of Cincinnati.
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
