We understand that in addition to the aforementioned documents, we will also be required to sign a separate Parental Consent for Medical Treatment of Minors abroad, as well as a Travel Authorization form.  The Travel Authorization form provides permission for my minor student to leave the country (and enter another country as designated) with the UC Program Leader(s).  This document will require signatures from both/all the minor student’s parents/legal guardians, as well as a seal from a notary.
We understand that it is our and our minor student’s responsibility to educate ourselves on the current risk, safety, and health issues in __________________________________ country(ies) in which the program is traveling.  We understand that we can do so by researching the country(ies) on the US Department of State website (travel.state.gov), the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention website (wwwnc.cdc.gov/travel/), and the International SOS website (www.internationalsos.com/en/, Member Log in: 11BCAS000010).  We also understand that we are welcome to attend a Pre-Departure Orientation session with our minor student.  Pre-Departure Orientations are designed to make sure students are prepared for their upcoming experiences abroad, and have an opportunity to ask questions.
