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GDPR Right to Erasure – UC Policy
The purpose of this policy is to operationalize UC International’s response to a European Union (EU) data subject’s request to exercise their Right to Erasure under the EU’s General Data Protection Regulation (GDPR). Under GDPR, a data controller may have an obligation to erase a data subject’s personal data. However, the obligation to erase is not applicable if the personal data is necessary in relation to the purposes for which it was collected or processed. 

Additionally, the Right to Erasure is not applicable if processing of the data is necessary for establishment, exercise or defense of legal claims. The retention of UC International records is necessary to maintain compliance with legal obligations. These obligations include required data reporting to the Department of Homeland Security, Department of Labor, and/or the Internal Revenue Service, depending on the visiting student’s, employee or scholar’s status. Therefore, a UC International record will not be erased prior to the date prescribed by the UC International retention schedule.
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
